Partnership Section 117 Review of Aftercare Plan Template

Purpose
This review template is used to review Section 117 aftercare arrangements following discharge from a qualifying section of the Mental Health Act. It must be completed jointly by the Integrated Care Board (ICB) and the Local Authority, with the person and/or their carer, representative or advocate (subject to mental capacity).

Legal Framework

Review Focus
This review considers whether aftercare services:
· continue to meet needs arising from or related to the mental disorder; and
· continue to reduce the risk of deterioration or readmission to hospital.

Legal Basis of this Review
Section 117 of the Mental Health Act 1983 does not prescribe a fixed review interval or use the terms “review” or “reassessment”; it imposes a continuing joint duty on the Integrated Care Board and the Local Authority until both are satisfied that the person no longer requires aftercare services. This review is therefore a reassessment of need against the statutory S117 test: whether services continue to meet a need arising from or related to the person’s mental disorder and continue to reduce the risk of deterioration or readmission. Section 117 aftercare can only be ended following a full joint multi‑disciplinary reassessment confirming that no S117 needs remain (R (Mwanza) v London Borough of Greenwich [2010] EWHC 1462 (Admin); MHA Code of Practice 2015, Chapter 33).
