[image: ]Autumn 1 Welcome and Settling
Autumn 1 introduces children and families to a gentle, sensory-rich curriculum designed to build confidence, communication, and early curiosity. Across the eight weeks, children explore the world through settling activities, sound, colour, movement, texture, light, and celebration. Each week focuses on a key developmental theme, with simple adult-led experiences and rich continuous provision that encourage families to play, talk, and learn together.
The sequence is deliberately paced to support strong attachments, early language, sensory exploration, and shared routines. From recognising themselves in mirrors to discovering sounds, mixing colours, copying animal noises, exploring textures, and joining in celebrations, children build a secure foundation for learning. Parents are partners throughout—supported to model language, follow their child’s lead, and enjoy playful interactions that strengthen relationships. This half term lays the groundwork for confidence, belonging, and joyful early learning.

Week 1 – Welcome and Settling
	Section

	1. Theme & Key Goal
	Theme: Welcome and Settling 
Key Goal: Children and families become familiar with routines, explore the room safely, and begin forming trusting relationships with adults.

	2. Focus Activities (Adult-Led)
	Activity A (Mon–Wed): Mirror Play and Family Photos 
Objective: Support self-recognition and secure attachment. 
Resources: Mirrors, photo frames, family-photo display board, soft toys. 
Adult 1 (Lead): Shows each family the mirror area, models talking about faces (“Here’s your nose!”). 
Adult 2 (Support): Encourages parents to name body parts and talk about who’s in the photo. 
Differentiation: Provide duplicate photos for children reluctant to separate; offer handheld mirrors for confident explorers. 

Activity B (Thu–Fri): Treasure Baskets – Discovering Everyday Objects 
Objective: Encourage curiosity and fine-motor exploration. 
Resources: Baskets with natural and household objects (spoons, brushes, ribbons, pine-cones). 
Adult 1: Describes texture and sound (“It’s rough”, “It jingles”). 
Adult 2: Supports parents to follow the child’s lead rather than directing play.

	3. Enabling Environment / Continuous Provision
	Quiet corner with cushions and books about families; low-level mirrors; music area with gentle sounds; treasure baskets rotated daily.

	4. Key Vocabulary & Questions

	6. Adult Role & Observation Focus
	Adult 1 (Lead): Greets families, models naming and mirroring expressions. 
Adult 2 (Support): Observes attachment behaviours and parent-child interactions. 
Parent Guidance Prompt: “Use your child’s name often and describe what they’re doing – this builds security.” 
Observation Focus: Signs of comfort, eye contact, and exploratory behaviour.

	7. Next Steps / Extension
	Introduce “Hello Song” at circle time; encourage children to recognise themselves in group photos; add family puppets next week.


Week 2 – Sounds Around Us
	Section

	1. Theme & Key Goal
	Theme: Sounds Around Us 
Key Goal: Children listen, respond, and experiment with sound and rhythm, developing auditory attention and turn-taking.

	2. Focus Activities (Adult-Led)
	Activity A (Mon–Wed): Homemade Instruments 
Objective: Create and explore sounds using simple materials. 
Resources: Bottles with rice/pasta, tins, wooden spoons, scarves. 
Adult 1: Models shaking and tapping patterns; labels actions (“Shake, bang, tap”). 
Adult 2: Encourages parents to echo their child’s rhythm and wait for turn-taking. 
Differentiation: Offer softer materials for sound-sensitive children. 

Activity B (Thu–Fri): Listening Walk

Week 3 – Colours Everywhere

	2. Focus Activities (Adult-Led)
	Activity A (Mon–Wed): Colour Sorting and Matching 
Objective: Build recognition of primary colours and practise choice-making. 
Resources: Trays of red, blue, yellow, and green objects; matching baskets; tongs. 
Adult 1: Models naming colours aloud and grouping items. 
Adult 2: Supports parents to repeat words and encourage matching. 
Differentiation: Reduce colour choices for emerging learners; introduce “light and dark” shades for more advanced. 

Activity B (Thu–Fri): Colour Mixing Paint Play 
Objective: Explore how colours blend and change. 
Resources: Primary colour finger paints, large paper, aprons, sponges. 
Adult 1: Demonstrates “red and blue make purple”. 
Adult 2: Encourages parents to describe textures (“It feels smooth”) and name new colours.

Week 4 – Animal Noises

Autumn 2 focuses on movement, exploration, and understanding community.
Children begin to test their physical skills — rolling, climbing, pushing, and pulling — while learning about how people and things move in their world.
Through imaginative play, stories, and construction, children build early STEM understanding and spatial awareness.
Parents are encouraged to join in large-movement games and model talk about direction, speed, and safety.
By the end of the term, children show confidence moving in space, using words for movement and transport, and working alongside others in cooperative play
